In tonight’s game between the Los Angeles
Rams and New York Giants, Oregon Sports Attractions
will introduce two new features never before attempted
in any football game.

First, if the two teams should play to a tie during the
regulation contest, there will be a “sudden death” playoff
to determine the winner. This idea has been considered
by the National Football League and tonight’s experi-
ment, in case a tie should result, will influence possible
changes in the rules. We almost hope it is a tie to see
how the idea works.

Secondly, for the convenience of fans and press, we
are making additions to the numbering of the sideline

markers. One-half of each side of the field will be num-
bered in the usual way, 50 to 0, but will have the additional
numbers of 60 to 100. This should prove a great con-
venience to fans and press in computing the distance on
long runs, kickoff returns, punts, and long pass plays.

We will be curious to learn how these innovations
work out and are particularly interested in fan reaction.
We would be very happy to hear from you.

Many regular patrons have told us that the game three
weeks ago between the Rams and Steelers was the best of
any played in Portland so far. We think tonight’s contest
between the Rams and Giants might be as good or better.
We hope you enjoy it.
